TILTON CONSERVATION COMMISSION
APRIL 19, 2010

MINUTES

Members present: Bob Hardy, Kathi Mitchell, Paul Rushlow, Ben Wadleigh, Chuck Mitchell and Helen Hanks.

Minutes:  Bob Hardy moved, seconded by Kathi Mitchell to approve the minutes of March 15, 2010 as read.  Motion passed.

Thomas Linell:  Mr. Linell of Enfield, NH suggested that Tilton should consider the north-south wildlife corridors when looking at development and any proposed fencing.  Mr. Linell stated that the NH Forest Society and the Nature Conservancy is working on a Lakes Region Conservation plan for wildlife movement that Tilton should be involved with.   He also suggested a foot path from the Tioga River to the former bridge sight at the Hill-Sanbornton town line.  Members agreed to consider his proposals.
Lisa Morin, Belknap County NRCS:  Lisa reviewed the role of the Belknap County Conservation District in working with soil and water quality.  The Farm Bill Conservation programs are focused on cost share for conservation projects for private landowners.  The soil survey mapping is available on line and the district has an engineering consultant who can overlook subdivision plans.  The NRCS also promotes planting of native species and controlling of invasive species.  Members discussed the possibility of a community garden project in town.  Ms. Morin was encouraged to return again and send information on a regular basis.

R22 Lot 30:  Chuck Mitchell reviewed the situation with this lot on John Manville Road which has association beach rights but is not on the lake.  The abutter has encroached on the lot with his driveway and a wall and now would like to buy the lot which Chuck is in favor of as it is not a buildable lot.   Helen Hanks and Bob Hardy both expressed concern about the continued wetland violations, particularly if the abutter owns the lot.  Helen Hanks did not support selling the property, but Chuck Mitchell believed that the Selectmen have already met with the abutter about the sale.  At Paul Rushlow’s suggestion, Bob Hardy moved, seconded by Helen Hanks to file a wetlands complaint with DES.  Motion passed.
Jasen Stock:  Jasen has an agreement to purchase 37 acres abutting his property on Perkins Road and the seller wants to donate a conservation easement to the town before the sale.  The purpose of the easement is to allow forestry and agriculture while giving up development rights. Jasen presented a proposed conservation easement document which has some variations from the standard easement used by the town.  Members will review this document before next the next meeting.  Jasen asked if the town would require a survey and the dollar amount of the monitoring fund expected.  He will attend next month’s meeting.
Old mill property:  No word has been received from Fidelity.   Bob Hardy moved, seconded by Ben Wadleigh to send a letter to Fidelity “checking on the status of the claim”.  Motion passed.

Other:

· Chuck Mitchell informed the Commission that the wetlands mitigation grant money was not pursued for the J Jill property as there does not appear to be an easement on the land.

· Bob Hardy reported that there has been camping activity in Buffalo Park along the brook.  Trail markers are needed to identify each trail.  There will be a work day with Trailright members at Buffalo Park on Sunday April 24, 2010 from 12:30 to 4.
